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“You shall surely rebuke your fellow,
but you shall not bear a sin on his account.”
(Leviticus 19:17).
Show hir how
they showed you too [of your wrong]
and they rebuked you when you sinned,
for you and s/he are together in this regard.
“... et [amitecha],” i.e., im amitecha / together with your folk

(Baba Metziah 59)
“Am She-itcha batorah” / the people
that are with you in Torah.
“You shall surely rebuke your fellow.”
This way you will give him energy,
without depressing him.
You show him
that the greatest sin that can be is to know that
teshuvah is a possibility and he doesn't do teshuvah.
This is how it is explained to us
by Rebbe Nachman (his memory be blessed)
of Breslov (Likutei Moharan, Ed. mahadora batra, section 112):

"If you believe that sins
can spoil things,
you must also believe
that through teshuvah they can be fixed.
So show him that
having made a similar mistake
this is what you did to fix it, (i.e. starting with teshuvah.)
This is how you can strengthen him
and empower him.
